New terms



Yellow-marked chapters are new in ICD-11:

Chapters 03 and 04 have been created by dividing 
chapter 3 of ICD-10 into diseases of the blood and 
blood-forming organs and diseases of the immune 
system, respectively. 

Chapter 07 has been created by collecting diseases 
and conditions related to sleep and wakefulness 
from ICD-10 chapters 5, 6 and 18. 

Similarly, chapter 17 has collected diseases and 
conditions related to sexual health from ICD-10 
chapters 5, 6 and 14 

Chapter 26 with codes for traditional Asian 
medicine will probably not be part of the Swedish 
version of ICD-11. 

Chapter V Supplementary section for functioning 
assessment and chapter X Extension codes are 
completely new and have no equivalent in ICD-10.



Examples of conditions that have changed chapter

• Influenza
which in ICD-10-SE is classified under chapter 10 Respiratory diseases has in ICD-11 been given a code in 
chapter 01 Certain infectious or parasitic diseases, this because a flu affects the whole body, not just the lungs.

• Sepsis
which in ICD-10-SE have codes in chapter 18 Symptoms, signs of disease and abnormal clinical findings and 
laboratory findings that are not classified elsewhere, has in ICD-11 been moved to chapter 01 Certain infectious 
or parasitic diseases with the same justification that disease states that affect the entire the body should not be 
classified under a single organ but is best placed in chapter 01.

• Stroke
which as in ICD-10-SE is classified under chapter 9 Diseases of the circulatory system can be found in chapter 08 
Diseases of the nervous system in ICD-11.
